I first met Michael Cunningham in
Florence (2005), then again in Prague
and New York. Michael kindly wrote an
introduction to my book Without Sound.
Itis my privilege that haisa firm friend.

We live in an era of specielization. One
doctor can etfend to olreyes, but we need
to find another doctor if we have trouble
with our throats. The men who cen buiid
the wells of ourhouses would heve no idea
how to meke o table or chair. Qur ertists
produce abstractions, or instellations, or
videos. Our photographers ere expected
to devote themselves exclusively fo
fashion, or ert. or portraiture. Qur world,
in short, is divided into smeller end
smailer segments, even as it grows larger
and larger. Which is all the more reason
to be grateful for Rossano Maniscalchi.
Maniscalchi is thet rarest of crestures,
¢ photographer who loves the world
in ifs every espect, manifestation end
condition, without reservations end
without cetegories. He refuses to confine
himself. There is, it seems, nothing ot all
{nothing photographable) thet does not
fascinate him. He is equelly at home,
and equally inventive, with portraits,
with fashion, with nudes, with still lifes.
With whotever it is thet cofches and
retums light. What's truly remerkable
about Meniscalchi’s work. though, is
the way in which it is, on one hend,
Uncetegorizesble - one could nof possibly

daim him os an art photographer who
also works in fashion, or vice versa but
on the other, imbued with e vision, &
technique and en intelligence thet's
immediotely identificble es his ond
his alone. His interests are vast, but his
pictures are idiosyncretic end personel.

To copture their intsllectual vibrancy.
the it’ behind the face and demeanor,
is no smell challenge. His portraits in
black and white, offer Us en opportunity
to study these faces and to revel in their
structurel intensify, which is es diverss as
the minds they project. The chain, from
the photographer to the subject fo the
comera to the viewer, is thus joined.

No comment on Rosseno’s work would
be complete without mentioning his Use
of shadow and light.
